Behaviour policy
As a staff team we are trying to create an environment where children, parents/carers and staff all value, respect and care for each other.

Children need to have set boundaries of behaviour for their own safety and the safety of their peers.

Corporal punishment (slapping, smacking or shaking) is totally unacceptable and will never be used or threatened.  It is permissible to take necessary physical action or loud verbal action in an emergency to prevent personal injury or serious damage to property.

We believe the principles listed below will help build a happy and relaxed atmosphere-:

· Goals and boundaries will be clear, realistic and appropriate to the age and stage development of the child.

· We will always reject the behaviour, not the child.  We will never label children as bad or naughty.

· We will give encouragement and praise for all positive actions.

· We will set limits.   Children need to feel secure in the knowledge that you will not let their behaviour or feelings get out of control. Staff will neither let them hurt or be hurt.

· We will react consistently to the same situation each time, the children are provided with a feeling of security.  This will enable them to predict the future and to stay away from unhappy situations.

· Any child who behaves in appropriately by physically or verbally abusing another child or adult may be removed from the situation and spoken to when they have calmed down. The upset child will be comforted.

· When talking to children about their behaviour we will be close, calm and at their level.

· How a particular type of behaviour is handled will depend on the individual child and the circumstances. Staff will talk to the child and get them to think about their actions.

· The child will be asked to see if the other child they hurt is all right and to encourage them to apologise.
· If a child is upset or persistently unkind to others, the parent/carer will be notified. Staff may ask to meet with the parent/carer to discuss their child’s behaviour.  This is to ensure that if there are any difficulties we can maintain consistency at home and nursery.
