Respond to illness and emergency
If in the opinion of staff a child becomes ill, then the parent/carer will be contacted and requested to collect him/her as soon as possible.  This is to minimise the risk of infection to the other children and staff.  Exclusion procedure for illness/communicable disease for the minimum periods of exclusion from the nursery are attached to the policy.

In the event of major accident the staff will follow the procedures:
· The manager will assess the situation, whether the child needs to go to the hospital or whether to wait for the parent/carer to come.

· At all times the staff must wear protective clothing (disposable aprons and gloves)

· If the child needs to go to the hospital an ambulance will be called.  Arrangements will be made for the parents/carers to meet the child at the hospital.  A member of staff will accompany the child but will not sign for any medical treatment to be carried out.

· If the hospital isn’t necessary the child will wait for the parent/carer to come.  The child will be made as comfortable as possible.  A member of staff will stay with the child.
· The accident will be recorded in the incident and the accident books, and will be followed up by a written letter to the parents.  In the case of a major incident Ofsted will be informed.

In the event of a minor accident the staff will follow these procedures:
· The injury is assessed by the member of staff who witnessed the accident and if necessary the manager is called.
· The injury is treated appropriately.

· The child is allowed back into the room and is observed.

· The incident is recorded in the incident book.
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
